2011 Project - Picnic Shelter and Historic Foundation  

If you have been a visitor to the wetland anytime since 2006, you have seen the concrete slab on the open patio slowly collapsing as the 

fill-dirt filters down into the original sandstone wine cellar.  The condition is deteriorating at a faster rate as the elements take their toll.   

 

Now, we are putting together a team of people who will develop a plan to remove part of the structure, repair whatõs left, and finally expose 

the remaining features of the historic Zoar Brewery for interpretation.  Much of the original building has been lost over time so our Board of 

Directors has made it a priority to save what is left.  

 

The goal is to plan the demo and repairs in several stages to make it easier to complete.  It will also be the least disruptive for our visitors 

and the programs we are hosting at the wetland.  Until we can get this repaired we will be installing a chain link fence, donated by  

Chapman Industrial Construction, to block off the damaged section. 

 

This is a big project that will need construction expertise and funding so we will be asking for help as the plan is organized.  Watch for up-

dates coming soon.

During the 1990õs, hundreds of students and other volunteers were instrumental in 

the planting of over 100,000 trees on reclaimed strip-mined land at the Countywide 

Landfill in Pike Township, just north of Bolivar.  

 

As a way to enhance this previous project, the Zoar Wetland and Countywide teamed 

up for the construction of a 1/3 mile hiking trail at the landfill.   The trail is located 

on the same land where the 100,000 trees were originally planted and have now 

grown into a young forest.  During 2009 and 2010, students from Malvern Middle 

School and Tuscarawas Central Catholic High School went on guided tree tours led 

by Pam McWhorter of the Zoar Wetland.  Students helped spread a mixture of wild-

flower seeds into a small open meadow to bring summer beauty and additional food 

for wildlife.  This is an ongoing improvement project for all student groups to partici-

pate in. 

 

During 2009-10, Countywide donated money to the Zoar Wetland Arboretum for the purchase of accounting software.  

 

Our partnership will continue in 2011 as we make plans to extend the existing hiking trail, plant additional trees, and enhance mead-

ows with native wildflowers.

Sycamore  is a member of one of the planet's oldest clan of 

trees (Platanaceae).  Paleobotanists have dated the family to be 

over 100 million years old.  Living sycamore trees can reach ag-

es of five hundred to six hundred years. 

 

Purple finches love sycamores for their seeds, and so do squir-

rels and foxes.  As the trees grow old and large, they develop 

deep cavities where large limbs were pruned or have dropped 

off.  These cozy holes shelter generations of squirrels, bats, and 

the occasional hive of wild honeybees.  Sycamores naturally 

grow in river bottoms, and beavers use the young trees for dams 

and houses. 

 

Plant them near a standing pond or 

any place where water collects and 

the tree will help òsuck upó the ex-

cess water.  Keep them far from 

your house; they are not good 

choices for shade trees due to con-

stant limb and seed drop, and 

some report a strange odor in the 

fall that is not very pleasant.
